The position in the organization:

The regional representative is accountable to the NIMD Executive Director and implements daily work
under the coordination of the Regional Director for Africa of NIMD.

(S)he will be located in Johannesburg/Pretoria, South Africa. The representative executes the
responsibilities in close cooperation with the NIMD staff and is part of the NIMD Bureau.

The requirements for the position:
The regional representative is a senior position within NIMD. The candidate should have:
e Minimum of 10 years working experience
Proven analytical skills in democratization processes,
Knowledge of the Dutch (European) and African political parties and party system(s),
Outstanding diplomatic skills to relate to all political stakeholders involved,
Dynamic managerial and communication skills to facilitate the implementation of NIMD’s
Working experience in Southern or East Africa is a requirement
e Proficiency in the English language is required (Portuguese, French and Swabhili are
considered an added bonus).
